10/2024 B5301 UPDATE
The Chair gave a verbal update on the B5301 including that the repair work at Arkleby and the safety barrier at Stoops Lane still need attention by highways.
11/2024 HIGH CLOSE QUARRY
The Chair provided a verbal report which included that the latest application had been withdrawn and Cumberland Council have advised of the non-determination of the ROMP application. However, the applicant has six months in which to appeal the decision and they are likely to submit a further application for a new access and ROMP application for a smaller area.
12/2024 SPEEDING/SPEED WATCH

The Chair gave a verbal report on the Community Speed Watch and advised that the speed gun had been recalibrated.
13/2024 SCHEDULE OF MEETING 2024/25
The clerk had produced a schedule of meetings for the municipal year 2024/25. All are on the first Monday of the month (bi-monthly) apart from May, which will be on the first Tuesday because of the Bank Holiday. The schedule was approved. 
14/2024 CLIMATE CHANGE

This is becoming a critical issue and regular updates are received from various sources including: -

15/2024 MOOTA QUARRY/SCOPING REPORT
The scoping report had been removed from the website, but no formal application had so far been received.
16/2024 GRASS CUTTING 2024
The clerk had received a quote from Mike Dowling Contracting Ltd which is £175.00 per cut and there are usually twelve cuts a season which equates to £2100.00 plus VAT. The quote was accepted, and the chair will provide a plan of the areas where there are wildflowers.
17/2024 WAR MEMORIAL SEAT
This was discussed and it was agreed to find a suitable location. The Vice Chair to discuss the suggested location with local residents before a final decision is taken.
18/2024 NATIONAL PAY AWARD FOR CLERK

The clerk informed the meeting that the national pay award for 2023/24 amounts to £1.00 an hour.

19/2024 DONATION TO STOP THE QUARRY
The Chair gave details of approaches he had made to various funding bodies, but none are prepared to assist with legal cost. The council were asked to consider a donation which supports the local community. On the proposal of J. Collins and seconded by G. Bowe it was agreed to donate £1,000.00 to this very worthy cause.
